New In Reference 
   The Gale Encyclopedia of 

Medicine is a one-stop source for 

medical information of approxi-

mately 1,750 common medical 

conditions, disorders, tests and 

treatments and preventions meth-

ods. The articles are clearly writ-

ten, avoid medical jargon and use 

language that laypersons can 

understand. Many common drugs 

are also covered, with generic 

names appearing first and brand 

names following. Each section 

includes additional resources, 

among them books, articles, 

tapes, web sites and contact in-

formation for associations. 

Throughout the encyclopedia 

many prominent individuals are 

highlighted as sidebar biog-

raphies that accompany the main 

topical essays. In addition are a 

number of essays on alternative 

therapy medicine, ranging from 

traditional Chinese medicine to 

homeopathy, meditation and 

aromatherapy.   

   This award-winning, five-

volume set, contains more than 

690 full-color illustrations, pho-

tographs and tables.
