Story Spinners for grades 3-5 is
held the first and third Tuesdays
of the month at the Ferry Street
Annex from 3:30-4:45. We read
and discuss a book from a series,
do themed crafts and have a
snack. Diverse reading abilities
welcome.

Story times for 3-5 year olds:
choose from one of two weekday
story times on either Mondays or
Thursdays at 10am. We read
stories, sing songs and make a
craft. Parents stay with their chil-
dren and participate. Each session
runs 8-10 weeks. If someone
misses two weeks in a row with-
out calling to keep their place, we
must call the next person on the
waiting list. Those waiting have
first opportunity to register for the
new session. All participants must
re-register for each new session.

Lullaby Lapsit for 0-2 year olds
will meet every Friday for eight
weeks. Complete with tickle
songs, nursery rhymes and poems,
this program lasts about 45
minutes with the last 15 minutes
set aside for parents to read to
their child.

Announcing Witches, Rakes &
Rogues....

Boston just celebrated the 350™
anniversary of its founding. Author
D. Brenton Simons, CEO of the
New England Historical & Genea-
logical Society presents us with a
new vision of the town’s early
history. In his new book, Witches,
Rakes & Rogues: True Stories of
Scam, Scandal, Murder, and May-
hem in Boston, 1630-1775, Simons
convincingly  demonstrates  the
twisting streets of colonial Boston
which were crawling with suspect-
ed witches, murderers, imposters,
con men, and other lowlifes. Most
people think of the age previous to
the American Revolution as an era
of puritanical Bostonians and patri-
otic colonists. As he notes, Bosto-
nians may have been prayerful, but
they were also prurient and violent.
He tells us twenty forgotten, but
true tales from Boston’s past. In-
cluded are a series of colonial
witchceraft trials of four local wom-
en and digging into the city rec-
ords, uncovers the startling truth
about Boston’s first documented
serial murder in “Murder by Arse-
nic: The IllI-Fated Greenleaf Chil-
dren.” Also revealed are some
family skeletons and skirmishes of
the colonial gentry, scandalous
affairs, kidnappings and more. This
fascinating book is available in the
main/adult room.
